Homily
Profession of Faith

Eucharistic Prayer

All-powerful and ever-living God, we do well always and everywhere to give you thanks. Today you sent the Holy Spirit on those marked out to be your children by sharing the life of your Son, and so you brought the paschal mystery to its completion. 
Today we celebrate the great beginning of your Church when the Holy Spirit made known to all peoples the one true God, and created from the many languages of humanity one voice to profess our great faith.  
The joy of the resurrection renews the whole world, while choirs of heaven sing for ever to your glory:  
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Loving God, You are holy indeed.  All life, all holiness comes from you.  We come to thank You for Your Son, Jesus, for it is through him that we experience Your message of total acceptance of all people, a welcome that includes everyone and invites everyone to this Eucharistic table of equals.

It was Jesus who healed all divisions and recognized You, present within all creation.  He brought to light your way of compassion and justice, helping us to understand the need to care for each other with dignity and respect.

He taught us by his life and by his death and resurrection to be true to ourselves, even if we, also, might need to give up everything as He did.  For it is in our own dying, that we, too, rise to new life. 
So, we ask you: look on these signs of our devotion, this bread and wine. Send your Holy Spirit on these gifts and + sanctify them that they may become the body and blood of your Son.

While they were at supper, Jesus took the bread and gave you thanks. He broke the bread, gave it to his disciples and said:

Take this, all of you, and eat it: This is my body which will be given up for you.

When supper was ended, Jesus took the cup. Again, he gave you thanks and praise, gave the cup to his disciples and said:

Take this, all of you, and drink from it: this is the cup of my blood, the blood of the new and everlasting covenant. It will be shed for you and for all so that sins may be forgiven. Do this in memory of me.

Let us proclaim the mystery of faith.
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In memory of his death and resurrection, we offer you, Compassionate God, this life-giving bread, this saving cup.  May all of us who share in the body and blood of Christ, be brought together in unity by the Holy Spirit.
Rejoicing in the Holy Spirit your whole Church offers thanks and praise together with Francis, the Pope of Rome, the symbol of the worldwide Catholic tradition; Bartholomew, the patriarch of the Eastern Orthodox Church; Justin, the Archbishop of Canterbury, the leader of the Anglican Communion; our presiding bishop, Paul; and all bishops and clergy throughout the world who work so diligently to do your work.
We pray especially for those here present and all whose lives bring hope to this world.

Lord of the living and the dead, awaken to the undying light of pardon and peace those fallen asleep in faith, especially those who have died alone, unloved, and un-mourned.

Gather them all into communion with Mary, the mother of God, and with all your saints. Then, at last, will all creation be one, and all divisions healed, and we shall join in singing your praise. Through your Son, Jesus Christ.
